fFrom My Perspective...

Walking in faith is an incredible and challenging experience. Jesus says in Matthew 7:14 that the way
of life is narrow and it is not easy to enter the Kingdom of Heaven. He also says in Matthew 16:24
that in order to follow Him we must pick up our “cross,” meaning our burdens and circumstances in
life, regardless of what they are. Paul says in 1 Timothy 3:12 that we will be persecuted for our faith.
Say what? Being a disciple of Christ is certainly no picnic. And walking in faith is not easy. It re-
quires that we be obedient to God’s call and trust in Him for those things that we ourselves cannot see
or understand. For some, faith is a matter of survival. Without faith in God they would not make it to
the next day. There are no other options. Many of the people we serve in the mission field fall into
this category. The faith I get the opportunity to see in the lives of pastors and church leaders in many
parts of the world is I To watch how God provides for those with so little is truly amazing
and encourages me in my faith.

But for others, like you and I, walking in faith is a matter of desire. Some people simply don’t have the
desire to walk in faith. Some of us want to follow Jesus, but we are not always faithful. We do not al-
- ways trust in God. We do not always carry our burdens well. And we
often shy away from things that may cause us to be persecuted. As Je-
sus said, His way is not easy. But He does promise us His blessings if
we are truly willing to lay down our lives for His, and willingly seek to
. follow Him and trust in Him. He promises to always provide for us,
even when we don’t see how. This is what | see the pastors in the mis-
sion field experiencing every day. There is a great Christian song by
Michael Card called “What Will It Take To Keep You From Jesus?” In
the song he cites the Rich Young Ruler, who could not give up His
wealth for Jesus. He contrasts this with the lame man whose friends
lowered him down into Jesus’ presence to be healed, noting that noth-
ing could keep him away from Jesus. Which of these people are we
most like? That is a question, is it not? If we truly believe
that Jesus is Lord and Savior, and if we truly believe that the Bible is
the Word of God, then what is it that causes us to walk in our own way instead of following Jesus? Is
it a lack of obedience or a lack of trust, or both?

I encourage all of us to meditate and pray on the Scriptures above and answer the question that Michael
Card poses. When we can honestly answer “nothing,” then
we are ready to receive all that God has promised us through Christ Jesus! But until then, we may live
good lives and enjoy many of the world’s wonderful blessings, but we will never experience the fulfill-
ment and joy that God has in store for all who would truly follow His Son! | pray that God would be
your desire, that the Holy Spirit would be your Guide, and that Jesus would become your Lord!
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Barry had planned to travel to Leogane, Haiti January 18-25th to train pastors and church leaders on our

training. However, the trip had to be canceled due to the earthquake that took place on
January 12th, ironically centered just a few miles from Leogane. Barry had been on the phone confirming our last
minute plans with our partner, Joel Beaucejour of Missionaries in Harvest International, just an hour before the
quake hit. Fortunately, Joel was uninjured, but his home, ministry office and the orphanage he oversees were se-
verely damaged. This trip will be rescheduled sometime in the future, but we don't know when due to the extent of
the damage in Haiti. Please continue to pray for Joel, his ministry, and their orphanage and children, that God would
protect them, provide for them, and help them to rebuild their facilities. Also pray that God would let us know
clearly when we should return to train the pastors and leaders of Haiti.

Mission Trip Reports

February 19th — March 2nd

Barry traveled with Erwin Thomas to Alfonso Lista, 1fugao to train 25 Bible School students on our

training. We taught for 3 1/2 days and challenged the students to apply what we were teaching
through exercises and workshops. Almost all of the students were pastors of small rural churches in this mountain
region of northern Luzon, and they were both eager to learn and open to receiving from the Lord what He wanted
them to know. They would arise at 3 am each day for prayer and then some study time. They would then have break-
fast followed by a 50 question test on what they were taught the day before. Then we would worship and begin the
day's training. Their dedication was incredible and inspiring! This class of students also worked in their churches
when not in class and reported 646 salvations, 560 healings, and 671 backslidden believers restored to fellowship.
They also started 93 home Bible studies and 23 outreaches! It is such a privilege for us to sponsor this Bible School
and to see how God is using them to reach their nation for Christ. We also attended their graduation and handed out
awards and diplomas. We also visited Tabuk where Pastor Doming lives and ministered in their church, a local jail and
at a crusade in the mountains nearby! We praise God for using us to serve the Filipino people!

— Pastor Doming Orprecio writes, “With God's help, we have finished successfully the Management training
and graduation of the Bible school in Buguey, Cagayan last Saturday (2/6). The graduation was well attended by the
alumni, pastors, visitors and the families of our 16 graduates. For the first time, we tried to do the graduation entirely in
llocano language except that of the guest speaker who spoke some English. It was fun and a blessing, because the audi-
ence, being Illocanos, understood the messages very well. We had wonderful testimonies and a very good message from our
keynote speaker. She also told the audience that her desire is that the Bible school will be done regularly in her resort, and
she is offering the premises with no financial obligations. Now the eagerness and requests for more pastors and leaders to
be trained is being asked once again. Cagayan is a very fertile ground to train and sow God's Word. We can see the posi-
tive results of what God is doing in their lives and ministries. 90% of the alumni are involved and are very active in minis-
try and several Churches are now established. Since 2008, after the inauguration of the prayer tower of Buguey, Cagayan,
all the different churches are regularly going there to pray and worship God. The unity of the churches there is wonderful
and they are now very supportive to God's work. Our plan for this next year is to select from the three options which is
either the Bible school in Buguey, or Mayoyao, or in Sorsogon, Masbate and Ticao (all of Visayas) to do management
training and children's teacher training, and to fulfill the vision to minister throughout the Philippines.”

Pastor Gordon Onyango writes, “Dear Barry Voss, we the Nakuru pastors do hope you are well in the Lord God.
We are submitting the report for the Graduation which took place on 12th December 2009 at Nairobi, Naivasha, and Na-
kuru centers which were very successful. The graduates were very happy to have completed the Training in the scheduled
time and received their Certificates although your presence and pastor Ayub Kayo was greatly missed. They have praised
the training for enabling them to Manage their Church Responsibilities very well. We have already worked out the plan for
2010 class in different locations in our country especially in the up-country areas where such training are rare to get.”
